Only 14% of the total gallons was placed in oak for only 2 months keeping this
Viognier crisp and fruity. It was put through 100% malolactic fermentation and
held in stainless. Past vintages of Viognier have received numerous accolades,
including the top wine two years in a row from the National Viognier Tasting
Guide and numerous gold medals from international competitions. This wine can
be enjoyed as an aperitif, or can be paired with a wide variety of foods, especially
spicy or rich cuisines. 1,200 cases produced.
